All credit card purchases will be processed through Galerie Severn, allowing us to 
eliminate the duplicate fees Fred & I incur each month. 
    FYI re credit card fees:  What is so convenient for the consumer is very costly for 
small business.  Each credit card (i.e. not just a Visa card, but each individual Visa 
card) carries a different fee.  There is a base processing fee (a percentage) to the 
business.  Then there are add-on fees (surcharges to the business) for many things 
such as: reward cards, business cards, government cards, cards that do not swipe, 
cards that businesses hand enter such as phone orders, fees for  “excessive” (too 
many) credit card transactions.  And, of course, the monthly maintenance fee.  Now 
there is an annual fee to register to prove a business is compliant with new security 
standards.  All of these charges are paid by small business in the form of fees.  And 
you thought rewards were paid out of the pocket of your credit card company!  NOT! 

The Victoria Sampler has released a new chart that captures 
the heritage of New Orleans in band sampler.  The top band 
is a row of New Orleans-style houses, followed by 3  bands 
of stitching.  The next major band is a row of fleur-de-lis and 
lilies which is followed a band of rice stitches and a drawn 
thread band.  We come to the heart of the sampler which 
features a marching band surrounded by music and the 
wording “Oh when the saints come marching in”.  Below that 
band is a black wrought-iron heart and fleur-de-lis border, followed by an-
other band, and a hardanger lace design to end the sampler.  It is presently 
available in the shop or you can order it from our website on the French 
Quarter catalog page.  This chart is best worked on a linen or an evenweave 
fabric.  Cost is $11.95.  Thread packs are available by special order ($36.95)  
If you cannot work on an “over 2” fabric, please let us know so that we can 
advise you how to adapt the sampler to Aida.

On my soapbox again… this looks like me 
after finishing a conversation with Ac-
cents’ credit card processor.  I termi-

nated the call with instructions for them to can-
cel my service even though they are charging 
me an arm and a leg to do so.  The only good 
thing is that it hasn’t impaired my stitching arm!   
     So what upset me??  The FEES, on top of FEES, on 
top of more FEES.  Businesses accepting credit cards 
are now required to comply with new security stan-
dards—not a bad thing—but there is a cost involved that 
is more than is reasonable or affordable for my small 
business.  Even more than the arm and leg that I paid to 
terminate the service with my processing company. 
     How will this change affect Accents’ customers?  
Accents will now accept Visa, MasterCard and Amex 
cards.  The down side is that we ask you to bring cash or 
check for purchases under $15. No differently, if you use 
your credit or debit card for purchases of $15 or more.
